*From the higher tier GCSE paper.

Statistics Grade 5 in GCSE Maths and grade 5 in English Language.

Theology, Philosophy & Ethics Grade 5 in GCSE Religious Studies (if studied) and grade 5 in GCSE English Language.

UAL Extended Diploma in Creative 
Practice (Extended Diploma - 3 
subjects)

Any Art & Design GCSE grade 4 or a Technology GCSE grade 4 including Resistant

Grade 4 in GCSE Maths, English Language plus GCSE Business (if studied) or a Merit in  
BTEC First Award in Business/BTEC Technical Award in Enterprise (if studied).

BTEC Health & Social Care  
(Single & Double Awards)

Grade 4 in GCSE Maths, English Language & Science and a Pass in BTEC Health & Social Care  
(if studied).

BTEC Engineering 5 x grade 5s at GCSE (or equivalent) including grade 5 in GCSE Maths and grade 5 in
Physics or 55 in Combined Science plus grade 4 in English Language.

BTEC IT 
(Single Award)

Grade 4 in GCSE ICT or pass in equivalent ICT qualification (if studied) plus GCSE grade 4
in both English Language and Maths.

BTEC Performing Arts (Theatre)  
(Single Award) Grade 4 in GCSE English Language.

BTEC Psychology 
(Single Award) Grade 4 in GCSE Maths, English and Science.

BTEC Applied Science 
(Single & Double Awards) Grade 4 in GCSE Maths, English and Science.

BTEC Applied Human Biology 
(Single Award) Grade 4 in GCSE Maths, English and Science.

BTEC Sport 
(Single, Double & Triple Awards)

Grade 4 in GCSE PE or a Merit in BTEC Level 2 PE plus GCSE grade 4 in English Language,  
Maths and Science.

T Level Education & Early Years You will need at least two 5s and three 4s at GCSE including at least a 4 in English
Language, Maths and Science.

It’s a government requirement that students continue to study English 
and Maths if they do not achieve a grade 4 in their GCSEs.
